Building Bridges (May 30th) – 

Jan Barger and Carol Peterson were the speakers.  Everyone enjoyed it that went. Henry Ford Hospital in Detroit hosted with the CHASS WIC office.  The Hospital provides the location and WIC pays for the speakers.  The goal is building bridges between WIC and hospitals to increase breastfeeding duration.  Continuing education credits are given to LCs, Doctors, Nurses, and Dietitians.  
Denise experience: an IBCLC from Henry Ford Macomb - Some of the labor delivery and postpartum floor nurses were able to attend. The next day they were already making changes.  They were doing skin-to-skin more and expressed confidence that it works.  Would have liked to have seen more physicians, but the drive was a little too far.  This did spark talk of a breastfeeding committee at Henry Ford Macomb to head towards baby friendly and how to get started.  

Henry Ford Macomb may be interested in bringing the speakers to their hospital, so more staff could come.  Henry Ford Macomb doesn’t have a large enough auditorium, they could talk to MISD.  Adriane from Macomb County WIC office will find out more information from the state WIC Breastfeeding Coordinator.  Adriane will share at next meeting. 
Update on Resource Guide

· Anne Norton has been working to help get more names of independent IBCLCs in the area that are currently working with moms.  She was able to get in to contact with someone at IBCLE, their suggestion was for our coalition to develop a letter that they could send to IBCLCs in the area, the letter would ask them if they wanted to give their information to our resource list.  Anne will develop the letter and then review with group.  

· MALC will be developing their new LC directory soon.  Adriane Bitel left her e-mail with them and someone will be e-mailing her once it is completed.
· The coalition will be listing breastfeeding information from the different hospitals’ websites.  If the LCs would like us to include more about their services, they should contact Adriane. · Providence Park is part of St. John:  They have 3 outpatient clinics now.  Newest clinic is in Providence Southfield.  The other one outside of Detroit is in Novi.  Moms are able to bill their insurance for coming to the Breastfeeding Clinics.  Dr. Shrek with St. John’s breastfeeding clinic is Cerified IBCLC.
· St John Moross is doing a peer support group every Tuesday with help from a local WIC peer counselor from 11:30-1:00pm.  They provide transportation and lunch.  People that are interested in attending must call ahead of time to the Nurture Nook.  313-343-3146
· There is currently no one available that is an IBCLC or breastfeeding specialist through the health dept.  Kristen would like to contact the health educators from the health dept to see if they would like to come to the coalitions meetings.  They may be interested in more resources for the community. 
· Henry Ford would like for someone to come from WIC, or get something from WIC stating what  pumps and breastfeeding services provided.  WIC encourages moms to call the breastfeeding peer counselors ASAP.  Adriane gave breastfeeding peer counselor flyer to IBCLC’s attending meeting.   Kristen Woudstra volunteered to develop something for nursery nurses to instruct patients on how to get a pump from WIC. 
Goals & Project Ideas - Assigning groups to projects


Who are our target Audience?

· Pregnant Women, New Mothers, Family/Friends, General Community, Physicians/Midwives, Nurses, Hospital Admins, and Businesses.

· Projects - Should be fun and not feel like a second job.

· Businesses – Washinaw County coalition gives local businesses Breastfeeding friendly awards.  They are nominated by employees, clients, and community members.  They are recognized with Gold, Silver, and Bronze awards.  Unsure how the coalition advertises for the event, but Adriane will find out and bring back to meeting.  

· General Community – “Rock and Rest” - Setting up at local fairs (non-rides fairs) and farmer’s markets with a booth and somewhere for moms to sit and breastfeed.  Advertise to community about Coalition.  Adriane will contact dietitians that work for the Health Dept to get a list of fairs and farmers markets since they are already going to them.

· Pregnant Moms – Holly Wisemen would like to start focusing on goals for this Group.

· Breastfeeding moms – Helen mentioned that she thinks “Drop Ins” are great.  It’s a place that BF mom can drop in and talk to someone or other moms.  Barbara Roberts at Center for the Child bearing years in Ann Arbor puts one on 1x/week.  Helen states it has a really good turn out.  Helen would be glad to volunteer time to the “Drop ins” if we got it going in Macomb.  
· Physicians – AAP position statement, your guide to breastfeeding, and resource guide put together in a folder to give to physician’s offices.  Henry Ford is giving out a folder very similar right now.   Need individuals from the coalition to donate a few two-pocket folders.  No specific color, just affordable.  Denise Tononi will be looking for information to add to the folders.  
· Come up with a Macomb county breastfeeding logo.  Holly Wiseman’s husband can design logos.  Instead of using “Macomb County Breastfeeding Support,” we should use “Breastfeed Macomb” (like the website). 

· Technical - Kristen Woudstra will summit website to Google and Bing so that it pops up when you search.
